Program Highlights

Urban and Community Forestry
After a massive ice storm in January 2002, a unique coalition of agencies, led by the local Time Warner Cable affiliate and other
utility, agency, professional and non-profit organizations, helped residents select suitable trees for their yards. Other results include
two 15-page supplements in the Kansas City Star, the www.righttreerightplace.com web site, and community forestry fact sheets.

Cooperative Fire Protection
State Fire Assistance helped provide training for 600 firefighters, personal protection and communication equipment, dry hydrants,
12 fire weather station upgrades, 194 Firewise/fire prevention activities, and 3 community mitigation plans. Several sponsors hosted
the Midwest Wildfire Academy, training 390 firefighters. Federal Excess Property worth $6.7 million was loaned to VFDs. Volunteer
Fire Assistance grants went to 333 communities.

Forest Stewardship
An active stewardship coordinating committee is key to delivering the Forest Stewardship program to non-industrial private forest
owners.

Forest Health Management

Tornadoes, winds, hail, and drought hit thousands of acres of Missouri forests. NA supplied aerial photography and helped map
forest damage. Using NA'’s publication, Storms Over the Urban Forest, city foresters responded quickly to damage from downed
trees. NA also helped identify, prioritize, and treat declining forests, removing dead or dying trees and replanting with vigorous young
trees.

Economic Action
To enhance their capacity to provide forest product utilization and marketing assistance to the public, the Missouri Department of
Conservation trained 40 foresters during a one-week in-service session. Activities included timber marking and estimating volume,
log skidding and grading, portable mill operation, and lumber grading.

Forest Legacy Program

Used geographic information system (GIS) technology to depict eligibility criteria and to assess forestland in the State. The layers of
information will be an important part of the Assessment of Need for the Program.
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
